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Ana temast “Madencilik ve Cevre” olan 77. Tiirki-
ye Jeoloji Kurultayi'nda, Madencilik sektorti iginde yer
alan ve ekonomik getirisi olan siistaslari/miicevhertas-
lar1  “Gemoloji” oturumunda ele alinacaktir. Gemoloji
bilimi, jeolojinin alt dali olan mineraloji ile yakindan
iligkili olup, temel olarak, siistaslarinin/miicevherlerin
jeolojik olarak nasil olustugu ve nerede aranacagi konu-
suylailgilenir. Ancak, bu temel konularin yani sira, siis-
tasi/miicevher test ve degerlendirme yontemleri, kesme
ve cilalama, sentetik, taklit olarak tiretilmis stistaslari,
degerli metaller ve alasimlar, siniflandirma, pazarlama
ve satigla ilgili konular ile arkeogemoloji, adligemoloji,
uzay madenciliginde siistaglar1 gibi konular1 da iger-
mektedir.

Ulkemizde 6nemli bir potansiyele sahip oldugu bili-
nen siistaglari/miicevhertaslarina duyulan ilginin, hem
yerbilimciler hem de tiiketiciler agisindan artmis olma-
s1, siistas1 madenciliginin nasil yapilmasi, ¢evre ve jeo-
lojik ortamin korunmasi gibi konularin bilimsel olarak
ele alinmasi gerekliligini de ortaya koymustur.

Renklerinin gesitliligi, farkli kristal bigimlerine sahip
olmalari, dayanikli olmalari, goz alici parlaklig: ve geki-
ci albenisi ile insanoglunu ilk ¢aglardan beri biiytileyen
stistaglari, hafif bir islemle dogal halde kullanilmala-
riin yani sira, bir gemologun elinde sekillenerek, bir
kuyumcunun elinde metallerle bulusturulup miicevhe-
re doniistiiriilerek, ya da miicevher avcilarinin elinde
koleksiyona dahil edilerek, uzun bir sertiven yasamak-
tadir. Siistaslarinin her biri, ya jeolojik olarak, ya kiiltii-
rel olarak ya da miicevher olarak bir hikdyeye sahiptir.
Siistaslarinin bu yolculuguna taniklik etmek ve hikaye-
lerini paylasmak tizere, siistas: ¢alisan sizleri 77. Tiirki-
ye Jeoloji Kurultay1'nda “Gemoloji” oturumunda bildi-
ri veya poster sunmaya davet ediyoruz. Oturumumuz
sizlerin katilimiyla zenginlesecek ve anlam bulacaktir.

The 77th Turkish Geology Congress, the main theme of
which is “Mining and Environment”, gemstones/gems that
are included in the mining sector and have economic returns
will be discussed in the “Gemology” session. The science of
gemology is closely related to mineralogy, a sub-branch of
geology, and basically deals with how gemstones/gems are
formed geologically and where to look for them. However,
in addition to these basic subjects, topics such as gemstone/
jewelry testing and evaluation methods, cutting and polis-
hing, synthetic, imitation gemstones, precious metals and al-
loys, classification, marketing and sales-related issues, archa-
eogemology, forensic gemology, gemstones in space mining
are also included.

The increased interest in gemstones, which are known to
have a significant potential in our country, for both geoscien-
tists and consumers, has revealed the necessity of scientifical-
ly addressing issues such as how gemstone mining is carried
out and the protection of the environment and geological en-
vironment.

Gemstone has fascinated humankind since ancient times
with its diversity of colors, different crystal shapes, durabi-
lity, eye-catching shine and attractive appeal. Gemstones, in
addition to being used in their natural form with a light pro-
cess, go through a long adventure by being shaped by a ge-
mologist, combined with metals by a jeweler and turned into
jewelry, or added to the collection by gem hunters.

Each gemstone has a story, either geologically, culturally
or as jewelry. In order to witness this journey of gemstones
and share their stories, we invite you who work in gemstones
to present a oral presentation or poster in the “Gemology”
session of the 77th Turkish Geological Congress. Our session
will be enriched and meaningful with your participation.
